In many cases, this means for users that the real work is just about to begin. For example, because the Factinsect result reads: 'There is no clear evidence for this claim! '"

"User-generated content" is media content that is not published by professional journalists, but by a wide variety of people – for example on social networks such as Instagram and Twitter, but also in the comment sections of online media. The quality of this content is diverse. Moderating all these user comments is extremely time-consuming and often emotionally stressful for those responsible for the task. 
Even social media giants like Facebook mainly use human labor for content moderation and fact-checking – an almost unmanageable effort. Which makes it a huge market for Factinsect.
